William Spencer is a regional 
winner in the Fifth Annual Gov-
ernor’s Cup Challenge! Spencer 
is one of 32 regional winners 
with the largest numerical  im-
provement in SAT test scores in 
the state.   

The SAT measures scholastic 
aptitude in three areas: Critical 
Reading,  Quantitative Reason-
ing, and writing. 

SAT scores for Spencer show 
significant three-year average 
gains in critical reading and 
math.  As a winner the school 
will receive a Governor's Cup  
Trophy and $1,000 grant to sup-
port SAT preparation efforts.   

The Governor’s Cup competition 
focuses attention on critical edu-
cation need in Georgia: Boosting 
SAT scores to enable more stu-
dents to have access to post sec-
ondary opportunities.  It high-
lights and presents an opportunity 
to celebrate success in the face of 
increased expectations and edu-
cational challenges.
